The design studio ‘Playful Urbanscapes as
Commons: The Faneromeni’s courtyard’
focuses on the study of architecture

as a system that constructs spaces of
co-existence and symbiosis amongst
different people, generations, cultures and
ecosystems. The studio’s theme arose

as a response to the decision to close
down Faneromeni's School and moving
the Department of Architecture of the
University of Cyprus to its premises. This
new condition raises questions about

the sustainable and inclusive future
development of the old city of Nicosia.
The school’s role in the neighbourhood
used to extend beyond its main use and
acted as a place for the community, mainly
consisting of children with immigrant
biographies, who live with their families

in the old city of Nicosia. The studio’s
theme focuses on the schoolyard and the
role it could play as a common space for
creative encounters for the children and the
community and simultaneously as a ‘living
laboratory’ for the architecture students.
How can the idea of a playful urbanscape
mediate the creation of a common space
of transcultural and transgenerational
exchange that is open to the city? How
could a living architecture laboratory
become a transformable public stage of
creative exchange, social life and cultural
production?

The architectural design studio of the third
semester engages with the concept of the
threshold to study the transition between
the familiar and the unfamiliar, proposing a
design intervention in a field of performance
and articulation of human relationships and
spatial experiences. The inherent conflict
of inside and outside, different allegorical
motifs, such as the familiar and the foreign,
manmade and natural, takes place at the
border, the «threshold space». The students
were particularly concerned with the
relationship between design and spatial
experience and responding to material
needs, a relationship which became an
inspiration for the composition of the
design propositions. Starting with the study
of an object, the paramotoring equipment or
kayak and the area of the Athalassa park in
Nicosia, the students developed small-scale
spatial proposals related to each object:

air club or boat house. The proposals
comprised- small buildings emerged as
thresholds between the situations they
were embedded within, engaged with
issues of temporality (before and after the
proposal), materials (between land, water
and air), and empirically activated the park
allowing design experimentation inside,
outside, and between of the various on-site
situations. Throughout the course, students
tackled questions about the ethical and
other concerns of interventions within a
natural landscape, the relationship between
human and nature with a program of light
sporting infrastructure and the role of a
spatial intervention in the experience of

the program and deeper concepts and
concerns regarding developing sensitivities
to the existing natural environment and
landscape.

Rapid changes, emerging conflicts

and challenges of urban space in the
transitional period of the 21st century such

as globalization, ease of mobility, shrinking
distances, technological evolution, immigrants
and refugees, and conflicts, all have direct
effects on the spatial configuration of both the
urban environment and housing. The need

for sustainable and affordable development
and the subsequent need to for a sense of
«belonging» raise important questions in
relation to the «coexistence» of different social
groups in the urban environment.

Therefore, new propositions of «collectivity»
and «sharing» are explored in the context of
housing and urban commons through the
residents’ involvement in the design process.
Thus, the adoption of new roles by citizens,
public actors and architects in the planning
process is crucial in relation to the training

of future architects to design and implement

solutions, within a multidisciplinary framework.

The topic of this program focuses on the
concept of co-habitation and «sharing»

as conditions of human experience in an
ever-changing environment and more
specifically in the suburbs of the city, in

the area of Latsia. Emphasis is placed on
exploring the contemporary lifestyles of
suburbanites through the coexistence of
their personal spaces, «microcosms» and

the possibilities of «sharing» (space, activity,
time) and collectiveness with other users, in
a challenging environment. We are therefore
invited to explore the concept of habitation
focusing both on a scale that concerns the
human body and the daily ritual of inhabitants,
as well as on the larger scale of collective
forms of habitation in the neighbourhood
scale, through collaborative co-creation
processes with the involved stakeholders and
residents of this specific area.

In recent years we have witnessed the
increasing consequences of climate
change. The climate emergency is evident
on multiple fronts. One of the most
devastating evidence is the increase in
natural disasters: heat and cold waves,
floods and fires. The Studio addressed

this issue exploring what design can offer
to improve and/or to help to reverse the
circumstances of this situation.

The underlying approach of the studio is
that borders should be revisited.

Borders can be understood as places for
encounters instead of places of separation.
They can be understood as opportunities
for ecologies of intimacy. Climate change
is an opportunity to redefine what a limit is.
This is crucial as a big part of the problems
that we create with our practices come
from the idea that there is a limit in between
nature and us. They come from the idea
that we can be isolated and protected
from natural dynamics. But, as it was
demonstrated by the covid-19 pandemic,
this is not true; there is no border able to
stop the communal dynamics of life.

The general study area is the 55Km2 that
were affected by the large fire in Cyprus in
the summer of 2021. The course strategy
aimed to offer architectural and territorial-
urban solutions for these areas where
forests, villages, farms, and infrastructures
come together.

The proposed tall building in New York
refers to a teaching, research, promotion
and accommodation center, which aims

to promote science and art in modern
society. The key design principle is the
multifunctional character of the center in
articulating the interplay of teaching and
research of the sciences and arts as such,
as well as with the public audience. The
latter is achieved by hosting presentations,
educational and training seminars, interactive
exhibitions and virtual reality screenings,
which reflect the center’s activities.

The workshop deals with the concept of
public/private space from the perspective of
urban culture. This pedagogical framework
creates opportunities for investigation which
deal with various aspects of city life as well as
different scales. On the one hand, humankind,
as the origin of the need for urbanization,

is researched ethnographically in order to
capture the user's profile in the midst of the
social, economic and personal existence. On
the other hand, the environment in which we
operate. Students are invited to develop design
methodologies and critical understanding

of the properties that characterize a high-
density heterogeneous urban environments,
through observation of both the existing urban
fabric and the social context. The complexity
of the architectural building program and

the multicultural character of the city, is a
stimulus for research and development of new
spatial dimensions and neighborhoods. The
workshop includes analysis and design both
at the most intimate architectural scale and in
understanding the dynamics of the broader
scale. The new development policies and

the planning regulations of the Urban Center
of Nicosia, in recent years, create conditions
for mutation of the city’s core. New taller
buildings are replacing older ones, urban public
infrastructure is being upgraded, built space is
becoming denser. The redevelopment of Arch.
Makarios C Avenue, in an effort to deal with
commercial decentralization on the one hand,
and the incentives to include new residential
units in the Urban Center on the other, create
opportunities for new conditions in the urban
space. Private developments alongside public
infrastructure use these new development
policies and complete the city’s scenery.

French philosopher Michel Serres examines
human relations as identical to the parasite
and the host. He argues that through their
parasitic existence ‘insignificant’ groups
can play a significant role in various aspects
of life. Taking this position as a starting
point, this studio focuses on social subjects
and groups considered ‘parasitic’ and
designs their [infra]structures. The aim is
that these parasitic [infra]structures may act
as catalysts for the cultivation of complex
forms of social relations in the historic
neighbourhood of Kaisariani in Athens.

The parasite as an interference can create
hybrid social and spatial forms. It is by-
definition a vehicle and mechanism of
interaction, gathering and coexistence.
Parasitic [infralstructures are spatial and
social formations of interdependence -
forms that create conditions of solidarity,
mutual aid and support. The goal is,
therefore, to rethink the relationship
between social and spatial structures.

The studio proposes the development

of new collective infrastructures, as well

as new housing typologies, models of
preservation, restoration and promotion of
the historical fabric and the typical refugee
units. The course puts special emphasis

on the promotion of refugee heritage in

the social, cultural and political history

of the place, as well as its registration in
spatial and design protocols. A basic tool
for planning and problematizing the urban
and social spatial form is the concept of
‘parasite’, with all its related ‘functions’ in
the level of the city.

The design thesis focuses on collective
design practices and co-management of
common spaces as a means of activating and
redefining what public space is. The triggering
point of this design study was the garden

of my grandfather, in the refugee housing
settlement in Aglantzia. Alternative «gardens»
are proposed as a means of creating new
practices of commoning in urbanised cities,
specifically in refugee settlements. The study
focuses on the public spaces/courtyards

that the houses share within each building
block. An alternative neighborhood is created
based on ideas of caring, recycling (objects,
materials, water) and softening of the ground,
in an attempt to address key ecological issues
of today. The integration of the «garden» in

the urban ground reintroduces the concept

of cultivation within the city, creating new
conditions for socialisation and contact with
the land. The proposed program is formulated
in different phases and consists of an open
discussion with the residents, the softening

of the ground, the erosion of the boundaries
between private and public space, the planting
and the new proposed infrastructures (of
water, shading, playground and social spaces).

This study examines modern urban
housing typologies, which attempt to meet
the needs of today's young workers. The
COVID-19 pandemic has upended nearly
everything we considered to be normal.

It forced us to reconsider the way, the
environment and the place we work. The
trigger was the characteristic video of the
Italians singing from balconies during the
early days of the pandemic. “If working from
home is here to stay, how will apartment
layouts accommodate that? How do we
design homes that make people feel
comfortable from morning to evening?
How does a working parent supervise their
children while participating at the same
time in an online meeting?” The diploma
thesis studies hybrid spaces in the Old

city of Nicosia where the boundaries of
residence, work and socialization are fluid.
Using the Ray Oldenburg scheme - in which
the 1st space refers to residence space, the
2nd to work space and the 3rd to meeting
places - the 2.5 space is proposed, which
combines and integrates typologically and
programmatically characteristics of all three
spaces. It is a workplace within the home,
which in order to function needs additional
socialization spaces where employees can
interact and communicate. The proposal
aims to create a network of such spaces
within the walled city of Nicosia.

The main purpose of this dissertation is to
study and explore the existing design logic
operation of a First Aid department at the
General Hospital, as well as the redesign
of a new system.

This diploma proposes the creation of a

Ministry of City Voices aiming to promote

direct democracy whilst encouraging citizen
involvement in the creation of urban commons.
This is achieved through the activation of the

old Sopaz factory. The proposal promotes the
critique of the arts on various socio-political
issues in a way that makes it possible to

activate the voices of the city whilst highlighting
them through the use of social media. The
recognition of the intensive use of Instagram

as a means of expressing views and ideas as
well as its democratic potential, coupled with
the observation that there is an increasing
number of modern ruins in Cyprus, led to the
problematisation of the ruins’ incorporation

to the urban development of the country. This
study focuses on various artistic groups, such
as Urban Explorers and Graffiti writers, who are
actively involved in spatial practices that are
politically motivated whilst showing a strong
interest in modern ruins. They use Instagram

as an expression tool aiming to activate and
invite societal reactions by acting as creative
users. The dissertation considers the function of
powers in Cyprus and proposes a new system of
distribution of power which integrates the arts
and the voices of the city as the main governing
bodies. A strategy on the activation of the ruin is
proposed through the critical spatial practices of
different artistic groups. The aim of the project
is to work paradigmatically on how we manage
contemporary ruins today and their relationship
with social media in order to promote the voices
of the city.

In the present dissertation,
studying the mechanism of operation of
gossip, reflecting on the importance of the
above social habit, | propose its return to
the modern urban fabric, adapted to the
new hybrid reality where digital and physical
space work together to improve the public.

These mobile units can be
activated in different periods, offering users
the opportunity to get to know the place.
They will function as an organism that

can be transformed and adapted to the
wind, while the unit itself will be capable

to change its shape in an intelligent and
interactive way with the environment. An
important element of the unit is its low
weight; it can be easily erected and actively
controlled at a certain distance from the
ground. Due to the low weight of the unit, it
will be able to respond to the wind, through
the built-in sensors that will be located in
the membrane and will constantly transfer
the external wind pressure to a control
system.

The present dissertation aims to remodel the
existing square space in Alona village in the
Nicosia district, and to create new modern
building infrastructure, integrated with respect to
the traditional character of the historic village.
The aim of the dissertation is the remodelling of
the central square, while preserving its character,
and its conversion into a source of attraction
throughout the year, for existing and new users.
The existing buildings opposite to the square,
ceased to have a use and are still abandoned
today. Since most of these buildings are
inhospitable and untidy, especially those located
on the mountain side, seen by anyone arriving to
the village from Nicosia, as well as the fact that
they do not compliment the area, a decision was
taken to demolish two out of the four buildings.
Additionally, due to the large altitude difference
between the road and the existing square, it was
decided to remove soil from below it, creating a
new square level. The result of the above actions
is the opening of the idyllic view, seen from both
square levels.

Programmatic configuration of the vineyards

in the lower levels of the space under study is
suggested, where the visitor will have the chance
to wonder in the vineyards and be introduced

to viniculture. Furthermore, the construction of

a winery is suggested which will be comprised
of specialised wine-production labs, open to
visitors, a wine-tasting and wines presentation
area, and a market, where grape-related products
will be sold. Lastly, the A.P.O.A. coffee shop,
which is being demolished, is now integrated to
the winery benefiting from new infrastructure.

The course Construction I, refers to the
construction design of reinforced concrete
buildings. The syllabus consists of a
lecture series with an emphasis on the
construction of the building envelope. In
addition, a micro studio of architectural
and construction design was introduced.
Its aim was the application of the technical
knowledge acquired through the lectures
and the in-depth study of the structure

and construction of the building through
the design process. The building had a
very specific function, since it would be

a Centre of Environmental Information.

The design exercise concentrates on the
construction solution of the building. The
aim of the micro studio was the study of the
tectonics of reinforced concrete through
the analysis of the structural systems, the
construction design of the load bearing
and non-load bearing elements and the
development of appropriate construction
details. In the frame of the course and in
collaboration with the course on Reinforced
Concrete Structures (CEE 241), the analysis
and dimensioning of the proposed load
bearing structure was performed.

Based on the principles of integrated
architectural design, an emphasis is given
on the development of the structure and
the construction elements, as well as

the technical development systems and
the energy efficiency of steel buildings.
The introduction in the methodology

of integrated design is followed by the
morphological analysis of buildings, the
development of structural systems and the
construction design of the load bearing
and non-load bearing building elements,
as well as the technical development
systems and the energy efficiency. The
design refers at compositional level to all
scales of construction, up to the scale 1:1.
Case studies of the above supplement the
theoretical areas of the two courses.

In the context of research activities,
information and promotion of contemporary
applications of medical diagnostic and
invasive robotics in the public and private
life of the citizens, the design of a temporary
and energy autonomous building unit is
requested. The building unit has a total
area of about 300 m2. The design proposals
refer to integrated functional buildings
that are composed of element parts of the
lightweight steel structure and envelope.
The development and the construction
design of the load bearing and non-load
bearing elements and connections favors
the standardization of the structure and
the possibility of perspective extension

of each building. The building fagade in
combination with the energy concept aims
at securing visual transparency based on
the proposed functionality of the spaces
and comfort of the users in the interior of
the building.

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Specialized Topics in
Architecture &
Technology:

Efficient Building Envelopes

Stavroula Thravalou

The course focuses on the basic
principles of passive design in the context
of contemporary and efficient building
envelopes. Emphasis is placed on nature-
based solutions, double-skin constructions,
smart shading systems, natural materials,
green roofs and facades. Additional

issues that are raised concern energy
improvement, integration of technical
systems and RES technologies (e.g. BAPV
/ BIPV). The aforementioned technologies
contribute to the design process of

the building envelope, determining the
synthetic and morphological outcome
(shape, structure, construction details). The
lectures cover a wide range of technical
and theoretical subjects related to the
thematic area of the course. Furthermore,
applied examples and case-studies are
presented aiming to connect theoretical
training with architectural and energy
planning. The applied aspect of the course
consists of two theoretical / individual
assignments and a research-based design
assignment that requires team work. The
teaching objectives of the course concern
the familiarisation with climate analysis
tools, as well as further in-depth analysis
of technical aspects for the integration of
active and passive systems. Finally, the
students develop a multi-criteria approach
to the design of energy efficient buildings.

The course focuses on the Building
Information Modelling (BIM) methodology
for digital design and structural projects in
the construction industry. The BIM method
is a holistic design and construction
approach, where the design, construction
and operation elements are organized and
archived digitally, creating an architecture
engineering and construction (ACE)
database. This technological process

uses advanced 3D design programs and

is based on a specific way of organization
and categorization, attempting a holistic
simulation of the projects. The benefits of
applying BIM can vary and depend on the
project parameters. The course focuses on
design and construction projects, aiming to
provide a hands-on knowledge of the BIM
methodology.

The main course goal is to guide the
students to acquire the necessary
knowledge and skills in the application

of the Building Information Modelling
method, leading to the comprehension of
various parameters associated with the
AEC industry. With the use of Autodesk
Revit with other sharing, digital design,
construction, simulation and virtual reality
software the hand on project aims to
familiarize students with the basic design
principles of BIM, creating digital 3D and 2D
building plans and construction details. In
parallel, an introduction for the digitisation
of existing building and the use of material
and environment parameters for applying
new technologies such as 3d printing and
real-time representation of the construction
information are given.

This module introduces the moving

image as a design tool for the study of
topics of architecture and the city that
concern the relation between the built
environment and its lived experience.
Based on a transdisciplinary approach that
derives theoretical, conceptual and design
tools from cinematic language, video-art
and performance the module develops
visual methodologies for the critical
representation of space. Through filming
practice and mixed media animations the
module aims at the creative reconstruction
of spatial narratives and meanings

that reflect temporal, social, political,
psychological and other dimensions of
space.

For this year, the theme is the production of
an experimental documentary for a place/
site of the student’s/team’s choice. The

site can be a building, neighborhood, a
monument, an abandoned industrial area,
etc. The experimental documentary has in
its core an inquisitive approach that reveals,
questions, negotiates and represents views,
evidence and visions on an architectural
topic. The methodology is composed of

a series of stages of design research that
articulate the process of constructing the
experimental architectural documentary.

Advanced Computer-
Aided Design

Odysseas Kontovourkis

The course delves into the use of software
and computational methods as tools for
architectural design and communication
as well as into the use of digital machines/
mechanisms for prototyping. Specifically,
emphasis is given on the theory and

use of parametric design as a tool for
investigating and optimizing solutions

in various architectural issues. This is
achieved by introducing parameters as
these are translated using different design
criteria. Among others these might include
the structure, the movement of people,

the program of functions, the organization
of space, the environment, the natural
phenomena, etc. It also enables the
fabrication and assembly of prototypes
based on digital technology as well as the
presentation of design proposals in the
form of detailed design (two-dimensional
and three-dimensional) and photorealistic
parametric motion simulation.

The teaching is based on lectures and
especially on the monitoring of design
methods through parametric design

logic and digital prototyping techniques.
Emphasis is given on the provision of
knowledge for the understanding of
principles behind parametric design
software and digital fabrication machines.
The importance of using this architectural
design tool with potential application in the
early conceptual and presentation stages of
design is stressed. The practical application
of the above is accomplished by preparing
three design studies.

Design Based
Research

Konstantinos Avramidis

The course offers an overview of design
research methods. Through specific
examples, it allows students to think
creative ways and sites to conduct and (re)
present their own research, encouraging

them to invent their own personal approach.

The course attempts to combine theory
with practice and show how architectural
synthetic thinking—as a mixture of writing
and design—can become a research
method leading to the production of new
or the expansion of existing knowledge.
The widely understood architectural
creative practice is perceived as a way of
questioning and critique, rather than as a
response to given problems.

Through an interdisciplinary perspective,
the course aims to develop research that
reflects critically through design and on
design. Design research—like that of the
arts—relies on a variety of design tools

to fully organise, articulate and express
thought, and this is the reason why the
course builds upon them.

The course is developed in two phases: (a)
documentation, during which a series of
tools will be examined as design gestures
as well as their theoretical, conceptual
and ideological role, and (b) transcription,
i.e. the critical editing of the material and
the reflection on the nature of the act of
documentation.

Advanced Computer -
Aided Design Topics

Odysseas Kontovourkis

The course ‘Advanced Computer-Aided
Design Topics’ focuses on digital design
and manufacturing processes (CAD/
CAM). In particular, it deals with the
development of advanced computational
mechanisms that can be applied in
complex, non-standard architectural tasks.
Through an integrated and common field
of research that includes both the design
and the fabrication stages, integrated
computational solutions for architectural
production mechanisms are explored

and proposed in real scale, taking into
consideration different conditions/
parameters in the built environment. At
the same time, the possibility of reviewing
the role of computational devices in the
architectural design process and concepts
such as generative design, adaptation
process, interactive design, optimization
process, etc. are examined. In parallel, the
course provides technically oriented and
specialized knowledge on computational
design and fabrication mechanisms with
emphasis on physical computing and
algorithmic design.

The teaching is based on lectures and
learning of specialized software and
techniques to understand how integrated
computational methods can be applied

in architectural design. The practical
application of the above is achieved by
the elaboration of a design study in three
stages, which aim at understanding the
principles behind the introduction of
specialized computational mechanisms at
both, theoretical and practical level, and
their use as means in the architectural
design process.

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Landscape Architecture

What can landscape architecture offer in
dynamics of pollution, human impact, and
climate change in the border in between
water and earth?

In this course we studied corals and

other organisms that are considered bio-
constructors of habitats. The students’
projects were developed in the coastal area
of Cavo Greco where the NGO Enalia Physis
is mapping and studying the location and
systems of these organisms in the coast.
We aproched the borderline in between
earth and sea in close relationship with
the dynamics that are affecting the corals
and marine life in general in Cyprus as

a consequence of human behavior and
pollution or climate change. We studied
the relationships and processes of non-
human organisms like corals, vermetids
or calcareous algae in order to learn from
them and in order to co-design together
an environment in which different species
can support each other. Corals and other
marine organisms are particularly relevant
when we come to talk about borders as

a place of encounter as these organisms
overcome any taxonomy: mineral, animal
and vegetal realms come together in the
bodies of corals; feminine and masculine
make no sense with them, as they can be
non-binary. In this post-humanistic vision,
humans are not at the center of the design
targets, but we design for forms of life in its
collectivity.

Architecture in
Context

Konstantinos Avramidis

The course offers a comprehensive
introduction to the basic parameters,
mechanisms and concepts that define
architectural thinking and creation.
Architecture students are given a
framework through which they can

codify and store further information and
knowledge, while students from other
departments have the opportunity to
develop a more informed attitude towards
and appreciation of architecture and its
creations. The course attempts to decipher
the concept of architecture based on
three key-frames: observation-experience-
intervention.

Students are assessed on a series of
assignments focusing on the experiential
perception of architecture. Assignment

A, through a series of small exercises,
encourages the critical observation of the
built and natural environment in relation to
the key concepts introduced in the lectures.
Assignment B builds upon and expands
the knowledge acquired Assignment A,
asking students to identify the qualities of
a specific piece of architecture through an
experiential walk. The enrichment of the
vocabulary culminates in Assignment C
when the students are invited to intervene
in space, moving from observation and
experience to proposal, which lies at the
heart of architectural expression.

The course for sophomore level
architecture students offers an overview

of influential concepts and paradigmatic
developments in modern architecture

and urbanism, from the Enlightenment

to the mid-20th Century. Lectures and
class discussions focus on important
figures, events, buildings, projects and
texts representative of important historical
currents. The aim is not to study individual
buildings or architects in and of themselves,
but to understand the broader historical,
cultural, political and intellectual contexts
through which architectural thought and
practice emerged. Instead of following a
linear teleological approach to 250 years
of modern architecture, lectures examine
architectural constellations in Europe and
America, as well as colonial and post-
colonial contexts, with reference also to
Cyprus and the Mediterranean.

The course’s main aim is to cultivate a
historical and cultural understanding of
modern architecture as well as ‘modernity’,
‘modernism’, and ‘modernization’. Key
concepts such as rationalism, structural
‘transparency’, the issue of decoration as
well as materiality, locality, and the ethical
dimensions of architecture are also critically
analysed. Through lectures, discussions,
and assignments, students are expected

to develop their analytical abilities and
appropriate intellectual tools to formulate
their own informed views and express them
both in oral and written form.

The research projects of each year ask
students to interrogate a particular project
and text, emphasizing comparative
perspectives across different periods and
geographies.

Social Magnitudes

of Architecture
Panayiota Pyla

This course examines the socio-political

and cultural dimensions of modern and
contemporary architecture. It systematically
analyses the complex relationships of private
and public space, the intertwinement of

the natural and built environment, power
relations, gender roles and social dynamics,
as well as aesthetic perceptions in the built
environment. Studying not only buildings and
settlements, but also texts, interpretations,
and epistemological trends, the course
interrogates the interaction of architectural
theory and practice with broader social,
economic, political, and technological
realities. The course is offered to second-year
architecture students, aiming to cultivate
students’ appreciation of the multifaceted
responsibilities of the profession, and to
underline the importance of historical
knowledge and critical thinking. Combining
lectures with a critical reading of texts

and group discussions, it highlights the
importance of theoretical understanding in
architecture. Students are expected to develop
analytical skills and appropriate intellectual
tools for careful reading and critical analysis,
identify key arguments of texts, and formulate
their opinions in oral and written form.

Group research assignments ask students

to critically analyse the social impact of
buildings, landscapes and spaces, as it relates
to the design, implementation or subsequent
use of built projects. Some representative
examples of assignments which link modern
or contemporary history of Cyprus with
broader theoretical/ social considerations
include: Urban centers and processes of
gentrification (e.g., in the old city of Nicosia);
theming and the hijacking of “tradition” and
nature (e.g., contemporary marinas); social
inequalities in mass housing (e.g., refugee
housing), among others.

The course examines and reflects upon
important discourses in Architecture

over the last fifty years, aiming to provide
a historical theoretical framework for

the critical understanding of today's
architecture. Through the analysis of
buildings, texts and movements that
negotiate the criticism of Modernism in
various ways, the multiple effects of all
these movements/approaches are traced
in today’s architectural endeavours.
Discussions systematically move from the
recent past to the present, discovering
important historical references to current
concerns on issues such as globalisation,
technology, intercultural relations, the
environment, geopolitics and more.

The course combines weekly lectures
and discussions mainly based on texts
and diverse visual material. The lectures
incorporate images of buildings, artworks,
videos or excerpts from films, photographs,
literature excerpts, architectural drawings
and archives. The discussions are
formulated by the students themselves,

in groups or individually, by preparing a
topic for presentation and discussion in the
classroom that is the subject of their final
analytical paper they submit at the end of
the semester. The discussion and paper
topics are based on students’ research
interests, for which they are encouraged
to adopt alternative approaches to
architectural themes that transcend
dominant narratives in architectural history
and theory, such as postcolonial theory,
relational approaches to space, feminist
analysis or co-production theory.

Capitalism, Architecture &
Postmodernism: A theoretical and
historical Overview

Capitalism and Postmodernism are two

terms that are hotly debated nowadays. Their
relationship is complicated but undoubtable
with evident consequences on many areas,
especially architecture. In this paper we focus
on three aspects of capitalism which we believe
played an important role in driving architecture
into the postmodern era. Firstly, the market
forces and how they annexed architecture to

its implications for underpriviieged architects.
Thirdly, the emancipatory nature of the
neomanagement style, which stemmed out of
the events of May ‘68, by disrupting the balance
between so-called high and low culture.
Through a theoretical and historical overview
of these three facts we trace the implications
for architecture: the alienation of the general
public from the inner workings of architecture
due to its intricate relation with the rich elite,
and an architecture of spectacle which although
impressive is devoid of meaning.

Vernacular Architecture
and Contemporary Issues

Maria Philokyprou

This course focuses on the detailed
analysis of traditional settlements, as well
as on the principles for their conservation
and reuse. Traditional settlements have
always comprised a very important part of

the architectural heritage that bears unique

tangible and intangible values. The course
includes theoretical teaching and analysis
of relevant issues in the frame of group and
individual projects which are essential for
the development of critical thinking and
research skills.

In the first phase of the project, each
group of students selects and conducts
an analysis of a traditional settlement or

a historic neighborhood (urban fabric,
typology and morphology of dwellings
etc). In the second phase, each group
selects a vernacular dwelling that needs
conservation, which is captured through
photographs and drawings, and prepares
a scenario of reusing the dwelling. Three
examples of traditional settlements
selected for analysis in the academic

year 2021-22, and presented herein are
Khirokoitia, Petrofani and Kaimakli. In the
buildings selected, small scale changes
are proposed to accommodate new uses
(such as new lightweight structures above
ruins: case of Petrofani). At the same

time, contemporary structures are added
which are distinguished from the existing
vernacular dwellings but being in harmony
with the traditional settlement (case study
of Khirokitia and Kaimakli).

Architecture & Critical
History Of Ecology

Panayiota Pyla

This course situates the development of
ecological awareness, debate and practice
in architecture within the larger historical
and theoretical context of the architectural
culture of the 20th Century. It covers
topics from early 20th century community
experiments and Garden Cities; to mid-
twentieth century debates on science,
technology, urbanization, modernization,
and international development; and to
“smart” constructions of the 1970s.
Furthermore, the course reflects on more
recent concepts of kecodevelopmenty,
«green architecture» and «sustainability».
Although the course focuses on
architectural strategies, it also seeks an
interdisciplinary approach that covers other
areas of reflection and practice.

The course is open to postgraduate

and undergraduate students interested

in the social and cultural dimensions

of «environmentalism» and its
multidimensional relationships with
architecture. The texts introduce students
to a variety of subjects from other fields of
knowledge, such as environmental history,
cultural history, science-technology history,
while references to architecture serve

as a basis for discussion. Terms such as
«nature, «natural resources», «resource
conservation», kenvironmental sensitivity»,
«sustainability» and «sustainable
development» are critically analysed,
through their specific historicities. This
requires students to sharpen their critical
tools and develop the ability to ‘read
between the lines’ of various environmental
claims and rhetoric. Research projects aim
to critically unpack the social impacts of
environmental strategies in architectural
design.

Buildings in History

Maria Philokyprou

This postgraduate elective course

aims at the development of a critical

and interpretive approach to studying
remarkable architectural works of previous
eras, while simultaneously acquiring the
necessary knowledge for the conservation
and reuse of such buildings. A systematic
analysis of historic buildings and of the
parameters that affect their form is applied.
The course covers subjects related to
contemporary trends, as well as theories
on the restoration and reuse of historic
buildings, setting out the general principles
and methodologies for their comprehensive
protection. For this course, students need
to attend lectures, participate in theoretical
discussions, and conduct critical analyses
of selected essays and restoration projects.
For the academic year 2021-2022, students
were assigned a project to study specific
remarkable historic urban and rural
mansions. The successive phases of the
selected case studies were analysed,

their values were documented and the
procedure of their conservation and repair
was critically studied. Finally, suggestions
regarding various ways to upgrade these
buildings were made, particularly through
the removal of recent additions and
interventions that negatively affected the
unity of the complexes. New proposals
were also prepared by the students to
enhance the value of the buildings. One

of the main aims was to re-establish the
original relationship between the structures
and the plots’ open spaces. This was done
through the erection of new semi-open
structures adjacent to the yards either on
the perimeter of the plots or attached to the
existing buildings.

1. Analysis and proposal for the reuse of
an agricultural mansion in the village of
Episkopi, Limassol, as a hostel

The building under study is located in Episkopi
and originally functioned as a residence (rural
mansion). Later on, it operated as a restaurant
and eventually was converted into an inn. The
changes that took place in the building, although
largely respecting its social values (according

to the principles of international declarations
and conventions for conservation), as well as its
public presence had a negative impact on the
relationship between the building and its interior
courtyard. In the students’ proposal, provisions
were made to restore the previous use of the
building as an inn and strengthen the relationship
between the building and its central courtyard.
The addition of a new wing that would surround
the yard would enhance the concept and
function of the outdoor space. These proposed
additions convey the contemporary period of
erection, differing from the original building, yet
simultaneously harmonising with it according

to the principles of international conventions
and declarations of architectural heritage
(Charter of Venice, Bourra Charter, Declaration of
Amsterdam, etc.).

2. Analysis and proposal for the reuse of
an urban mansion in Ayioi Omoloyites
Nicosia as an art gallery

Located in the area of Ayioi Omoloyites, the
building under study was a remarkable urban
mansion which went on to become a painting
workshop. In order to integrate this later use,
large additions were erected at the back of the
plot. At the same time, the relationship between
the original building and the courtyard was
altered due to a change in its original surface
(level). The student proposed the restoration of
the original relationship between the building
and its courtyard, as well as the preservation

of ancillary buildings at the back of the plot. At
the same time, contemporary glass and metal
corridors were proposed in order to ensure better
communication between the individual areas

of the building. These contemporary additions
surround the courtyard and respect the original
layout of the building. In turn the courtyard’s
original level would be restored, highlighting the
authentic relationship between the users and the

outdoor space. This is in accordance with the
international conventions and charters for the
preservation of architectural heritage.
