An Appreciation

Among the most consequential
architecture and design programs
globally, are in my view those that
encourage students to interact with
their teachers and other disciplines
as part of an educational process
that confronts at once diverse
architectural challenges -that
define the way we live now and will
in the future— enabling us not only
to survive but also to thrive through
severe issues dominated by climate
change, environmental degradation,
mass migrations of all life forms, and
challenges we cannot predict.

Those programs encourage and
enable students to search through
applied research, critical and cultural
thinking, the conceptualization,

and development of ideas, in order
to respond to real life challenges

by strengthening their own design
process while also searching for
their identity. This positions them

as architects who preserve the
culture and environment of diverse,
misunderstood, and underserved
communities globally envisioning

an equitable world through the
realm of architecture. | believe the
Department of Architecture of the
University of Cyprus has evolved into
and positioned itself as one of these
programs in a relatively short time.

Allow me to support this position
by briefly summarizing a cross
section of individual topics chosen
by recent graduating students of
the Department of Architecture,
whose outcomes are enriching
the content of JUCY 10. To begin,
some students looked to the future
through their evaluations and
demonstrated respect for the past
in diverse ways. This has included

the revitalization and repurposing

of abandoned, technologically
advanced for their time,
manufacturing and infrastructure
facilities. For example, one finds

a proposal for the reappropriation

of past infrastructure, such as the
British colonial-era Cyprus railroad,
to be interesting, nostalgic and
potentially futuristic in scope.
According to the intriguing student’s
historical research and analysis,

the reappropriation of the colonial
railroad infrastructure could facilitate
a socio-political and physical act of
reunification for the island.

Other student proposals shared
concerns about the survival and
significance of Cyprus’ multi-layered
historical past and its preservation,
but they responded in very different
ways regarding the control of
development and growth in Cypriot
cities, along with the revitalization
of traditional yet often moribund
villages. One is encouraged to

see in most projects, symbiotic
relationships between the old and
the new, inspired by the low-scale,
intimate architecture of traditional
villages and the historic, sometimes
architecturally imposing, city
centers. These, in addition to the
repurposing and development of
large-scale abandoned industrial
structures and neighborhoods
—previously referenced in cities

like Limassol and Nicosia — are
searching for their 21st century
identity.

Other proposals showcase technical
exploration and imagination

relating to kinetic modes of
infrastructure and technology in

the service of everyday needs,

while they graphically articulate

a unique architectural aesthetic
through digital investigations

and physical models, created by
the demonstration of student-
driven technological curiosity and
inventiveness.

We are all reminded this year,
2024, of the tragic events and
destruction that overtook Cyprus
in 1974. Some students choose
to undertake different modes

of analysis, data gathering, and
visual documentation to define
new methodologies for the
redevelopment of existing refugee
housing and communities for a
changed Cypriot society and its
evolving demographic profile.
Some proposals include polemic
language regarding how to
move forward with the urgent
need for socio-economically

and environmentally sustainable
residential communities for
thousands.

We rarely see traditional
mediums of representation
employed by students in the
constantly changing digital
age. However, there are several
projects presented in JUCY 10
where students demonstrated
a self-motivated, imaginative
use of traditional media and its
tools including hand drawing,
physical study models and
photography, often bringing
them into a complementary
relationship through imaginative
digital hybrid drawings. Their
sometimes speculative and
risk-taking proposals achieve a
sense of humanity, plausibility,
and acceptance through media
experimentation. This should be
encouraged.

Overall, there is clear evidence of
critical and cultural thinking, as well
as the essential role of history and
theory in the formulation of project
abstracts. Each student developed
their textual and visual expositions
for this extraordinary range of topics,
through the previously mentioned
student-teacher interactions.

To conclude these words of
appreciation, it is exciting to imagine
many of the architectural ideas
emerging from the overwhelming
amount and quality of design
creativity and rigor illustrated

in JUCY 10, contributing to a
socially inclusive, environmentally
responsible, and humane future
development of Cyprus. Itis also
exciting, through professional
leadership and the redefining of
architectural practice in Cyprus,

to imagine exporting the bold,
sometimes risky but inspiring ideas
and visions presented here, which
have relevance not only to Cyprus
but also to neighboring countries
facing similar challenges.

It has been an honor to be invited
to write about the work referred

to here. | grasp this opportunity to
acknowledge the creative energy
and design rigor of all the UCY
architecture students that are so
comprehensively documented in
this impressive publication. Thank
you.

Playful Urbanscapes as Commons:
The Faneromeni’s courtyard

The design studio ‘Playful Urbanscapes as
Commons: The Faneromeni’s courtyard’
focuses on the study of architecture

as a system that constructs spaces of
co-existence and symbiosis amongst
different people, generations, cultures and
ecosystems. The studio’s theme arose

as a response to the decision to close
down Faneromeni's School and moving
the Department of Architecture of the
University of Cyprus to its premises. This
new condition raises questions about

the sustainable and inclusive future
development of the old city of Nicosia.
The school’s role in the neighbourhood
used to extend beyond its main use and
acted as a place for the community, mainly
consisting of children with immigrant
biographies, who live with their families

in the old city of Nicosia. The studio’s
theme focuses on the schoolyard and the
role it could play as a common space for
creative encounters for the children and the
community and simultaneously as a ‘living
laboratory’ for the architecture students.
How can the idea of a playful urbanscape
mediate the creation of a common space
of transcultural and transgenerational
exchange that is open to the city? How
could a living architecture laboratory
become a transformable public stage of
creative exchange, social life and cultural
production?

The workshop of the third semester invites
students to compose and develop basic
ideas studied in the previous two semesters
and to apply them to a comprehensive
development of an architectural challenge.
Students are invited to understand the
organic role (parameter) of a program,

the user, and the urban environment in
which it is placed. Using and developing
methodologies and design techniques,

as well as strategies implemented in the
previous year, the workshop deals with the
complex relationship between concept,

the building fabric, the public space, the
human scale as well as a tectonic and
socio-political analysis of the program in the
urban fabric.

The workshop deals with the concept

of public / intermediate space from the
perspective of the culture of a specific

user group. These concepts are examined
and constitute the pedagogical framework
for the invention of spatial tools for space
formation through the context of the culture
of the user and the city on the one hand and
the relationship of the human body with

its immediate environment, on the other.

In parallel it creates conditions in order

to explore aspects that deal with different
parts of city life as well as different scales.

In contemporary times of the 21st century, the
world is characterized by rapid changes and
rising conflicts in urban landscapes around
the globe. Globalization, internationalization,
the shrinking of distances, technological
advances, along with rapid demographic
changes, have a direct impact on shaping both
the urban landscape in its entirety, and living
spaces (housing) in particular. The need for
sustainable and affordable urban development,
and subsequently the requirement to foster

a sense of “belonging” in the city, poses
significant questions regarding the “co-
existence” of different social groups within

the same urban environment. The theme

of this programme focuses on the notions

of co-living and “sharing” as fundamental
conditions of human experience, while seeking
new forms of collectivity in an environment

full of challenges and constant shifts. More
specifically, this programme focuses on life

in the Cypriot suburbs with Latsia as the case
study and locus of operations. Emphasis is
placed on researching contemporary suburban
lifestyles through the juxtaposition of the
suburbanites’ personal spaces (“microcosms”)
and the potential for “sharing” (space, activity,
time) and collective living with other users. In
other words, what is being researched through
this programme is the notion of housing

both through scales that illustrate the human
experience within the everyday rituals of life,
and through larger scales that depict the
collective forms of living within the designed
complex. In parallel, through the direct
involvement of local stakeholders in additional
design activities that cover the relation
between the designed housing complex and
the broader context of the neighbourhood,
public space is examined through the notion
of “urban commons”, thus encouraging a
renegotiation of its role and significance.
These explorations underline the need for
citizens, local institutions, design professionals
and any other stakeholders, to adopt new roles
within the design process, as well as new
pedagogical ways to train future architects as
parts of a transdisciplinary framework.

In recent years, the Urban Design Studio has
been exploring the role of architecture, as

an urban practice, in supporting a reunified
Cyprus. More specifically, the Studio has
been formulating alternative approaches

to support the urban commons of Cypriot
cities, by exploring and proposing modes

for coexistence and exchange in contested
cities, such as Nicosia, Famagusta and the
«Meridian City» (stretching between Larnaca
and Kyrenia).

This year, the Urban Design Studio

explores the «Invisible Nicosia» through the
constitution of the Commons of the Kotsirkas
River, a small and relatively unknown river that
crosses the city of Nicosia from west to east,
cutting through the backyards of houses and
passing through the Buffer Zone. The Studio
explores the potentials of transformation and
re-naturalisation of a river that was turned
into a rainwater infrastructure, canalised,
and buried over the years in the 1980s. It
investigates design strategies that allow the
river to participate actively in urban ecologies
that respond to the climate crisis and the lack
of social infrastructures at the neighbourhood
scale. How could spatial practices of care in
architecture support the constitution of the
Commons of the Kotsirkas river? And how
could such practices highlight and claim the
participation of Kotsirkas as an active agent
in the shaping of the city, instead of a well-
hidden underground canal?

The question posed by the Urban Design
Studio is, therefore, whether the Kotsirkas
river can play an active role in the co-
production of the commons in a reunited
Nicosia, particularly in the current context

of climate crisis. The students are invited to
explore the multiple aspects of the «invisible»
and to study how Urban Design, through
critical mapping, and design can support the
Commons of Kotsirkas river.

The proposed building ‘Research Center
for Automation and Bio-Robotics N.Y.C. in
the Service of Public Health and an Active
Urban Lifestyle’ in New York refers to a
bridging and crossing center of public
space, teaching, research and promotion,
which aims to promote the technological
development in related subjects of
atomization and biorobotics in serve of
public health in contemporary society.
The center’s activities involve short-term
and long-term research programs, while
the building is expected to be a focal point
for teaching, research and technological
development both internationally and

in the greater New York area, given its
proximity and organic relationship with the
organization — Asphalt Greens.

The architectural development of the

The purpose of this Architectural Design
Studio is to help students develop the
ability to concieve an architectural idea in a
unique manner, regardless of any prejudice
or seasonal trends and styles, a creation
based on their own ideas, building on the
skills they aquired on previous architecture
seminars. Pondering, research and an
organised design process will enhance
the students as architecture students with
creative ideas and integrity of design, so
that they are able with independent minds
to create dynamic and complete works of
architecture with meaning. In this age of
24hour news reporting, while bombarded
with news to which we have too much
access, attracted by computer programms
which reproduce infinit mindless repetitive
schemes and countless websides which
flood us with their answers and opinions to
any question, the students are faced with
the challange, as ambitious architects, to
think about the most basic and necessary
feeling that makes us human: love. The
students are asked to use their design skills
to express this feeling through architecture,
responding to the need to inhabit.

All this comes with caring about and
responding to basic human needs, like
feeding, sleeping, caring for one’s body,
social matters, new family relations, the
impact on the environment both natural
and built. The students are asked to

design a building or a building complex
which will serve the subject, recalling the
theme. The chosen architectural language
must express the understanding and
interpretation of each student in relation to
the programme as composed by each one.
The same applies to the state of the chosen
landscape.

The first step is that each student examines
the meaning and the architectural
language: «The expression

of love through Architecture» by examining
the precedent and engaging in abstract
three-dimensional experimentation. The
following step is to compose written
passages that will help define the criteria of
the design and the building arrangement.
Every student will develop his or her own
landscape, based on criteria from their own
understanding and interpretation of what
your loved one(s) want(s). It must be an
actual landscape or plot of land which can
be accessed and verified. It can be urban,
inside a community, rural or neigbouring to
a historic building or side. The landscape/
plot must be defined by a dominant natural
element, such as a riverbank, a beach, a

cliff, uneven ground, a lake, dense forest etc.

In recent years, a series of crises (e.g.,
health, climate, economic, refugee),

coupled with changes in modern ways of
living and working, shape a new reality

that challenges social resilience, spatial
sustainability and environmental justice.

The established models of development and
spatial production usually encourage the
indiscriminate exploitation of resources and
favour the construction of new infrastructures
over the preservation or reuse of existing
ones. This often increases social inequalities
as well as the ecological footprint. Our

focus in this studio is on the housing and
environmental crisis: at a time when the need
for affordable housing as well as collectivity
is more pressing than ever, the ecological
stakes dictate that we take care of what
already exists and cultivate an ethos of care
ensuring «resilience» of the places we live.
The concept of “care” here is not limited to
state welfare provision but is understood

as the set of practices aimed at improving
the way we coexist with various speciesin a
specific habitat and the world. In the course,
urban and architectural programmes are
developed that critically consider collective
inhabitation. The Cypriot refugee estates

in previous historical phases responded to
social needs and are a rich design legacy

to tackle contemporary issues posed by the
current situation. They are, at the same time,
topical spatial fields for the application of and
experimentation on issues of collectivity and
questions of care. In this studio we focus on
a pilot of such a refugee estate in Nicosia,
namely Strovolos llI.

This study proposes a methodology for
designing the house as a collage of the
self and the city. The user documents
their experiences and memories, while the
architect composes the autobiographical
house. Initially, the self is defined as the
individual's perception—the filter through
which she experiences the city. This self is
documented through the user’s first home,
personal belongings, neighborhood, and
“other” houses. Then, the city is transcribed
through 24 frames that narrate personal
memories, while capturing atmospheres
and sensations. These conceptual and
spatial elements are interpreted as «spatial
stories,» experimentally combined, and
finally informed by the site and program.
The final design incorporates personal
belongings and recreates familiar spatial
qualities and sensory experiences to
narrate both old and new stories.

Through everyday life, each individual
experiences their own unique narrative,
shifting masks according to the
circumstances. As the pace of life continues
to accelerate, people are bombarded with
countless stimuli in an effort to keep up,
eventually reaching a state of saturation.

This project is set within urban Nicosia,
where the intense rhythms of daily life are
particularly evident. Here, diverse identities
converge, organized into four main sectors:
Administration, Culture and Education, Work,
and Residence — all centered around the
Pedieos River. The river is likened to the city’s
“backstage,” a hidden realm where time slows
down through nature, allowing individuals to
reconnect with their true selves. The proposal
envisions a pilot program featuring ephemeral
infrastructures along the banks of the Pedieos
— adaptable spaces that can transform and
evolve over time. The aim is to activate the
linear park by introducing new activities that
currently do not exist, integrating nature more
deeply into everyday urban life. These spaces
will encourage direct contact with the natural
environment, serving as an antidote to the
relentless pace of the city, and helping to ease
the tension both from the urban fabric and
from individuals themselves.

The course «Digital Communication

Media in Architecture» aims at instructing
and familiarizing students with design
software as well as techniques for creating
and processing rendering images.

The course Construction Il, refers to the
construction design of reinforced concrete
buildings. The syllabus consists of a

lecture series with an emphasis on the
construction of the building envelope. In
addition, a micro studio of architectural
and construction design was introduced.
Its aim was the application of the technical
knowledge acquired through the lectures
and the in-depth study of the structure

and construction of the building through
the design process. The building had a
very specific program, since it would be

a Centre of Environmental Information.

The design exercise concentrates on the
construction solution of the building. The
aim of the micro studio was the study of the
tectonics of reinforced concrete through
the analysis of the structural systems, the
construction design of the load bearing
and non-load bearing elements and the
development of appropriate construction
details. In the frame of the course and in
collaboration with the course on Reinforced
Concrete Structures (CEE 241), the analysis
and dimensioning of the proposed load
bearing structure was performed. The
process of integrated architectural design
brought the students closer to the real
terms of development and realization of the
architectural concepts

Based on the principles of integrated
architectural design, an emphasis is given
on the development of the structure and
the construction elements, as well as

the technical development systems and

the energy efficiency of steel buildings.

The introduction in the methodology

of integrated design is followed by the
morphological analysis of buildings, the
development of structural systems and the
construction design of the load bearing and
non-load bearing building elements, as well
as the technical development systems and
the energy efficiency. The design refers at
compositional level to all scales of
construction, up to the scale 1:1. Case
studies of the above supplement the
theoretical areas of the two courses.

In the context of research activities,
information and promotion of contemporary
applications of automated fabrication and
additive manufacturing, the design of a
temporary and energy autonomous building
unit is requested. The building unit has

a total area of about 300 m2. The design
proposals refer to integrated functional
buildings that are composed of element
parts of the lightweight steel structure

and envelope. The development and the
construction design of the load bearing and
non-load bearing elements and connections
favors the standardization of the structure
and the possibility of perspective extension
of each building. The building fagade in
combination with the energy concept aims
at securing visual transparency based on
the proposed functionality of the spaces
and comfort of the users in the interior of
the building.

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Building Technology

Georgios N. Paparoditis

The Building Technology course is based
on the review, analysis and understanding
of key issues and approaches that frame
the field of integrated architectural
composition.

Related thematic areas of Architectural
Design are analyzed within the course:
Construction analysis, technical design,
computer-aided drawing, materials
research, design study of structures
through modeling.

The main aim of the course is the
substantial integration of the construction
research process in architectural
composition as well as the practical
understanding of construction issues.
The subject areas covered by the course
are initially explored through a series of
lectures and visits to the construction
industry. At a later stage the course consists
of construction of section=maquettes
(building section models) in groups, for

a deeper understanding of construction
principles.

Students initially construct a mock-up of
an existing building of their own choice

at a scale of 1:50. In the final phase of the
course, teams construct 1:50, 1:20 and 1:10
scale models from the composition of the
course «ARH 301 Architectural Design VI -
Architectural Technology”.

Specialized Topics in
Architecture &
Technology:

Efficient Building Envelopes

Chryso Heracleous

The course focuses on the general

and main principles of the design of
contemporary and energy efficient
building shells. Emphasis is given on the
principles of heat transfer and on the
ventilation and lighting mechanisms, in
order to be appropriately used in building
applications, double and single facades or
roofs. The environmental design subject

is also approached (building climate
adaptation), alongside with the building
integration of renewable energy systems
and technologies, which contribute directly
to the design process of the building
envelope, determining the morphological
result (shape, structure, construction
options). The lesson also deals with both
the theoretical background and the applied
aspect of the integrated technologies

on building shells, e.g. double-facade
constructions. The main objectives of the
course are to understand the importance
of the building shell role on the energy
behavior of the building, the familiarity
with the principles of heat transfer,
ventilation and lighting, the familiarity

with the technical development systems
with emphasis on the double facade
structures, and finally the development of a
methodology for identifying and evaluating
climate, anthropogenic and functional
needs, in order to properly diagnose the
design parameters.

This module introduces the moving

image as a design tool for the study of
topics of architecture and the city that
concern the relation between the built
environment and its lived experience.

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Design Based
Research

Konstantinos Avramidis

The course offers an overview of design
research methods. Through specific
examples, it allows students to think
creative ways and sites to conduct and (re)
present their own research, encouraging

them to invent their own personal approach.

The course attempts to combine theory
with practice and show how architectural
synthetic thinking—as a mixture of writing
and design—can become a research
method leading to the production of new
or the expansion of existing knowledge.
The widely understood architectural
creative practice is perceived as a way of
questioning and critique, rather than as a
response to given problems.

Through an interdisciplinary perspective,
the course aims to develop research that
reflects critically through design and on
design. Design research—Ilike that of the
arts—relies on a variety of design tools

to fully organise, articulate and express
thought, and this is the reason why the
course builds upon them.

The course is developed in two phases: (a)
documentation, during which a series of
tools will be examined as design gestures
as well as their theoretical, conceptual
and ideological role, and (b) transcription,
i.e. the critical editing of the material and
the reflection on the nature of the act of
documentation.

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Landscape Architecture

Anna Papadopoulou

Faced with the challenges of the climate
crisis and the imperative need of enabling
sustainable futures, the study of landscape
architecture commands a critical role
within architectural education. In order to
set a substantive framework of analytical
thought, the course approaches different
aspects of building on the inventory of
landscape knowledge. Landscape is
examined as an ever-evolving, fragile
ecosystem of built and unbuilt space

that defies political boundaries, and it

is considered as a multi-scalar, active

and productive space that responds and
informs the architectures defining the
contemporary built environment. Much of
the coursework focuses on the practice of
landscape architecture as an instrument of
ecological restoration, spatial democracy
and social sustainability. Participants are
called to respond to three assignments;
the first assignment requires participants
to study methods, techniques, and relevant
case studies that aim to rehabilitate
ecosystems of the built environment. This
knowledge is then applied in the second
assignment as an intervention on an actual
site. The coursework culminates with

the third assignment, where participants
are required to situate five houses on a
particularly challenging plot. In this final
assignment they are confronted with some
of the most essential issues in landscape

architecture, such as grading and designing

sustainable landscapes while creating

meaningful spaces that improve the quality

of life for all living entities.

THE EU 13 GAME: PALESTINE'S COMMONS
(2023-2024)

This year's theme of critical play practice for

the E.U. 13 Game focuses on supporting the
commons on the Palestinian West Coast.

The pedagogical method of the «E.U. Games»
urban game series encourages students to
translate the logic of critical spatial practice

into a playful environment. The concept of
critical spatial practice rests on the fundamental
principle of the production of public space
through the mediation of difference, through
the enactment of dissent. Critical spatial practice
is based on agonistic praxis whose aim is to
bring to the realm of the sensible, hidden truths
to form new questions that contest the existing
status quo of spatial injustice. In advocating

for Palestine’s Commons, the students had to
face the following paradox: the hidden truth that
they may successfully make visible in a hostile
environment is immediately repressed by the
current regime of control. For this reason, the
students who designed and implemented two
board games adopted an approach with a double
performative purpose: On the one hand, they
supported the Commons in Palestine in a silent
and unspoken way, and on the other hand, they
created a public face of camouflage. Hence, the
primary purpose of the playful practice is not
immediately perceived and repressed by the
relevant regime of control. The first game, titled
«Explore the Trail: Narrations Across Palestiney,
addresses the right of unrestrained access to
the Palestinian territory, thanks to a network of
nature trails in the West Bank, to comment on
the fragmented political landscape. The second
game, titled «One Bridge at a Time», deals with
the assertion of multiple boundaries in a territory
controlled by being utterly fragmented by the
regime of control.

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Architecture in
Context

Konstantinos Avramidis

The course offers a comprehensive
introduction to the basic parameters,
mechanisms and concepts that define
architectural thinking and creation.
Architecture students are given a
framework through which they can

codify and store further information and
knowledge, while students from other
departments have the opportunity to
develop a more informed attitude towards
and appreciation of architecture and its
creations. The course attempts to decipher
the of concept architecture based on
three key-frames: observation-experience-
intervention.

Students are assessed on a series of
assignments focusing on the experiential
perception of architecture. Assignment

A, through a series of small exercises,
encourages the critical observation of the
built and natural environment in relation to

the key concepts introduced in the lectures.

Assignment B builds upon and expands
the knowledge acquired Assignment A,
asking students to identify the qualities of
a specific piece of architecture through an
experiential walk. The enrichment of the
vocabulary culminates in Assignment C
when the students are invited to intervene
in space, moving from observation and
experience to proposal, which lies in the
heart of architectural expression.

The course for sophomore level
architecture students offers an overview

of influential concepts and paradigmatic
developments in modern architecture

and urbanism, from the Enlightenment

to mid-20th Century. Lectures and class
discussions focus on important figures,
events, buildings, projects and texts
representative of important historical
currents. The aim is not to study individual
buildings or architects in and of themselves,
but to understand the broader historical,
cultural, political and intellectual contexts
through which architectural thought and
practice emerged. Instead of following a
linear teleological approach to 250 years

of modern architecture, lectures examine
architectural constellations in Europe and
America, as well as colonial and post-
colonial contexts, with reference also to
Cyprus and the Mediterranean.

The main course aim is to cultivate a
historical and cultural understanding of
modern architecture as well as ‘modernity’,
‘modernism’, and ‘modernization’. Key
concepts such as rationalism, structural
«transparency», the issue of decoration as
well as materiality, locality, and the ethical
dimensions of architecture are also critically
analysed. Through lectures, discussions,
and assignments, students are expected

to develop their analytical abilities and
appropriate intellectual tools to formulate
their own informed views and express them
both in oral and written form.

The research projects of each year ask
students to interrogate a particular projects
and texts, emphasizing comparative
perspectives across different periods and
geographies.

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Social Dimensions of

Architecture
Panayiota Pyla

This is an introductory course on the
socio-political and cultural implications of
modern and contemporary architecture.

It systematically analyses the complex
relationships of private and public space,
the intertwinement of the natural and built
environment, power relations, gender roles
and social dynamics, as well as aesthetic
perceptions in the built environment.
Studying not only buildings and
settlements, but also texts, interpretations,
and epistemological trends, the course
interrogates the interaction of architectural
theory and practice with broader social,
economic, political, and technological
realities.

The course is offered to second-year
architecture students, aiming to cultivate
students’ appreciation of the multifaceted
responsibilities of the profession, and to
underline the importance of historical
knowledge and critical thinking. Combining
lectures with a critical reading of texts

and group discussions, it highlights the
importance of historical knowledge as
well as social, cultural, and design theory
in architecture. Students are expected to
develop analytical skills and appropriate
intellectual tools for careful reading and
critical analysis, identify key arguments of
texts, and formulate their opinions in oral
and written form.

Group research assignments ask students
to critically analyse the social impact of
buildings, landscapes and spaces, as it
relates to the design, implementation or
subsequent use of built projects. Some
representative examples of assignments
which link modern or contemporary history
of Cyprus with broader theoretical/ social
considerations include: Urban centers and
processes of gentrification (e.g. student
housing); theming and the hijacking of
“tradition” and nature (e.g., urban plazas);
social inequalities in mass housing (e.g.,
refugee housing), among others.

Savia Palate

This course focuses on architecture

from the end of the twentieth century
onwards. It investigates the definition of
postmodernism, its role and influence in
architectural thought and practice. It does
so through philosophical texts, critical
theories, and historical essays that explore
questions and reflections on the spatial
dimension associated with the lineage of
contemporary architecture.

The course is structured on a systematic
inquiry into architectural history and
theory, calling the students to become
historiographers of the present, engaged
with philosophical, social, material,
political, and environmental exigencies of
contemporary architecture. Theoretical
reflection and critical thinking are essential
skills for the architectural analysis of

the contemporary. This course provides
the conceptual tools and resources to
interrogate the development of architecture
through an investigation of how social,
political, economic, technological, and
environmental structures shape the built
environment.

It aims to develop an understanding of

the interdisciplinarity of forces that inform
contemporary architecture and to posit
disciplinary challenges entangled with
architectural agency and the production of
architectural knowledge, as well as critical
spatial practices.

The detailed analysis of traditional
settlements, as well as the principles for
their conservation and reuse, form part

of the course Vernacular Architecture

and Contemporary Issues. The course
includes theoretical teaching and analysis
of relevant issues in the frame of group and
individual projects which are essential for
the development of critical thinking and
research skills.

In the first phase of the project, each group
of students selects and conducts an analysis
of a traditional settlement or a historic centre
(urban fabric, typology and morphology of
dwellings etc). In the second phase, each
group focuses on a vernacular dwelling
that needs conservation, which is captured
through photographs and drawings, and
prepares a scenario of reusing the dwelling.
The traditional settlements selected for
analysis in the academic year 2022-2023
are the following: Agioi Vavatsinias, Apsiou,
Alaminos, Saranti, Spilia, Treis Elies, and
the historic area of Aglantzia. The three
examples presented herein are Ayioi
Vavatsinias, Alaminos and Spilia. In the
buildings selected, small scale changes are
proposed to accommodate the new uses,
mainly public (such as new lightweight
structures). At the same time, contemporary
structures are added which are
distinguished from the existing vernacular
dwellings but at the same time being in
harmony with the traditional settlements.

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Architecture & a Critical
History Of Ecology

Panayiota Pyla
Danae Zacharia

This course situates the development of
ecological awareness, debate, and practice
in architecture within the larger historical
and theoretical context of 20th Century
architecture. It covers topics from early 20th
century community experiments and Garden
Cities; to mid-century debates on science,
technology, urbanization, modernization,
and international development; to “smart”
constructions of the 1970s. Furthermore,
the course reflects on more recent concepts
of xecodevelopment,» «green architecture»
and «sustainability». Although the course
focuses on architectural strategies, it also
seeks an interdisciplinary approach that
covers other areas of reflection and practice.
The course is open to postgraduate and
undergraduate students interested in

the social and cultural dimensions of
«environmentalism» in architecture. The
texts introduce students to a variety of
subjects from other fields of knowledge,
such as environmental history, cultural
history, science-technology history,

while references to architecture serve

as a basis for discussion. Terms such as
«nature», «natural resources», «resource
conservation», «kenvironmental sensitivity»,
«sustainability» and «sustainable
development» are critically analysed through
their specific historicities. This requires
students to sharpen their critical tools and
develop the ability to ‘read between the lines’
of various environmental claims and rhetoric.
Research projects and other assignments,
which often focus on Cyprus, include not
only textual analyses but also the production
of collages and other provocative images
through which students explore alternative
mediums for shedding light on their critical
analyses.

Eco-Adywa: The Case of the Limassol Public
Garden

This paper deals with the recent reactions

to the creation of a new playground in the
Limassol Public Garden. The «renewal» of
the playground in the garden, which was
funded by private interests, seems to have
sparked division and confrontation between
the municipality and the city’'s inhabitants,

as there is talk of a controversial project

that will destroy the natural resources of the
garden. The issue has received a great deal
of attention in social media and a grassroots
movement formed devoted to stopping the
project, pointing to practices of greenwashing
and eco-branding. Meanwhile questions
about public space arise and also questions
about the abuse and commercialization

of nature. Through the statements of the
stakeholders, this study exposes the debates
and opinions that surround the case and
presents a criticism of the whole situation
through the texts «Kiss Nature Goodbye» by
John Beardsley and «Hijacking Sustainability»
by Adrian Parr.

Frei Otto Under the Prism of Ecology

Frei Otto spoke about environmental
consciousness long before its emergence

on the world stage through various
environmental movements. He is often called
as a pioneer of sustainability in architecture, a
characterization based mainly on the lightness
and footprint of his creations. Setting his
work before the present criteria of what's
sustainable in architecture, the attribution is
deemed quite doubtful. This paper reviews
his work from another angle, drawing on

the ideas of the class texts. The review is
carried out by analysing certain design
examples and questioning their social and
environmental aspects. The study assesses
the new perspectives and the new way of
thinking introduced by Otto in architecture.
Otto’s key contribution is that he highlighted
the immaterial dimensions of nature, its
conditions, and laws, distancing himself

from shallow interpretations of nature, and
ultimately this is what is truly sustainable in his
architecture.
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Is there a sustainable future in the recycling
of skyscrapers?

This paper studies the innovative technique
of recycling Quay Quarter Tower in 2022, by
architects 3XN and BVN, raising concerns
about the criteria used to justify the recycling
of the building, especially since this was not
extended to the neighboring AMP tower that
was preserved in a conventional manner
instead. | pose the question: when we are
called upon to manage skyscrapers reaching
the end of their expected life, what are the
prospects of upcycling techniques? The
treatment of the AMP towers is examined
through the text “Retention not Demolition”,
which emphasizes skyscraper upcycling as
a solution for the management of modern
skyscrapers. The analysis is enriched by the
theories of McDonough, Worster, Beardsley,
Swift, Judah, Kaplan, and Griffoen, and
borrows Daniel Stockhammer’s definitions of
recycling and upcycling. The purpose of the
paper is to better understand the motivations
behind similar cases of “environmental”
management of skyscrapers. The paper
compares recycling and preservation
strategies, highlighting the prospects of the
sustainable management of skyscrapers that
takes into consideration aspects such as the
cultural and social value of the building.

Upcycling: Reuse of Buildings and
Materials

This paper examines the processes of
upcycling, recycling and downcycling in
architecture. It compares two different
aspects of «upcycling» through two case
studies. The first case concerns the
«upcycling» of abandoned buildings, and the
second case concerns the «upcycling» of
materials to create new buildings. A critical
analysis of the two projects is made based
on the texts «Sustainability and Modernism:
Design Research at Cornell NYC» (Judah
llana and Daniel Kaplan), «Inherited Toxicity:
An expanded céncept of Sustainability for
Preservation» (Amy Swift), «Design, Ecology
and Ethics in the Making of Things» (William
McDonough) and «Untying Cradle to Cradle»
(Aetzel Griffioen). The final objective is to
evaluate whether the methods are ecological
solutions in architecture.

GR-inch-ED: How Ethiopia created a
green monster

The paper is concerned with the human
management of the hydrological cycle
which, as Sandra Postel states, we are
constantly fragmenting. Specifically, the
paper deals with the Grand Ethiopian
Renaissance Dam, a hydroelectric

dam of enormous dimensions that is a
controversial project that is cause for
concern not only in Ethiopia but also

from neighboring countries of Egypt and
Sudan. Using the terms human waste and
greenwashing from the texts of Aetzel
Griffioen and Adrian Parr, respectively, we
analyze the dam’s consequences, bringing
to the surface the social problems it has
brought about and the coverup of these

by the government. The dam, apart from
the environmental claims that surround it,
appears to act as a camouflage for political
pressure and the landgrabs of valuable land
historically owned by indigenous people.

Made to Waste: A review of the project
‘The Line’ and its dubious claims

Saudi Arabia for decades has been selling
barrels of oil across the entire globe, making
the country the largest exporter of oil
worldwide. It is no surprise that when they
announce a movement to diversify from
that industry, it is not only taken as positive
news, but also with a lot of skepticism.
NEOM is the latest group of projects that is
said to revolutionize Saudi Arabia and the
way we think about the future of cities. This
paper focuses on one of these projects,
‘The Line/, that is visionary, not just in terms
of technology, but also sustainability. The
concept of an entire city being in a straight
line is not new but originated with the
Nineteenth Century linear cities. The paper
analyses The Line under the following

key themes of its proposal: the “altering”

of the ecosystem, the meaning of “clean
air”, the meaning of “nature”, its materiality
and embodied carbons, and lastly, the use
of unrealistic renders and promotional
material. Critics such as John Beardsley,
Adrian Parr and Donald Worster are used as
reference for my critique, which also draws
from online articles and relevant research
on the topic. Interrogating the feasibility

of the Line project, the paper ultimately
asks: Is it all too superficial and is already
doomed?

Deployable and Reconfigurable
Linkage Structures

In a dynamic and evolving world, deployable
and reconfigurable structures that are

able to be easily erected in different
locations and respond to varying functional,
environmental, or loading conditions

through shape transformations achieve a
corresponding interactive and optimized
behavior. In this framework, this thesis refers
to the investigation of different typologies

of modular linkage structures. The control
sequence implemented consists of stepwise
system reconfigurations that involve the
selective releasing of one intermediate
jointin each closed-loop linkage, effectively
reducing it to a 1-DOF “effective crank-
slider” (ECS) mechanism with minimum
actuation components. The approach
enables minimum self-weight, structural
simplicity and reduced energy consumption. A
kinematics and a comparative Finite-Element
Analysis of linkage aluminum systems in all
reconfiguration steps of a sequence have
been conducted for different typologies and
geometrical characteristics of the members
(i.e., simple and hybrid typologies). The
kinematics concept has been demonstrated
experimentally on prototypes of small

scale 1:10. The study provides necessary
information of the influence of various
structural typological and geometrical
parameters on the systems behavior. It also
demonstrates its feasibility and highlights
practical implementation issues. Furthermore,
the potential of the proposed ECS approach
is promoted, as well as the efficiency of the
hybridization concept for actuation purposes.

The dissertation aims to enhance
architectural pedagogy by exploring
methods and processes of co-creation and
co-governance within the architectural
design studio. The focus is on producing
sustainable and resilient cities by fostering
a sense of belonging. Key questions arise
regarding the benefits, limitations, and
opportunities of a pedagogical approach
rooted in community engagement,
transdisciplinarity, and situated learning
through co-creation and design-and-build
methods in the Cypriot built environment.
How can the studio be structured to enable
future architects to think and design within
a participatory framework? How can it
serve as a meeting point for research,
pedagogy, and society through Participatory
Action Research (PAR), leading to the co-
production of new knowledge?

This investigation is carried out through a
cyclical process of design, implementation,
and co-evaluation within the co-creation
studio of the Department of Architecture
at the University of Cyprus. Co-evaluation
involves all participants and is organized
around three axes: evaluating the structure
and methodology of the studio, the impact
of the pedagogical approach, and PAR
methodology.

The design studio and the proposed
design-and-build workshop exemplify

how academic institutions can extend
their influence beyond the classroom,
challenging students to engage with the
real world while developing their skills

and re-evaluating their roles as future
professionals. Structured co-evaluation
establishes the studio as a hub for research
and knowledge co-production, facilitating
