There are of course no authentic surviving letters from Alexander to Darius or vice versa. We do,

however, have a number of letters that present themselves as such. Some of these are
embedded in the Alexander Romance, the fantastical account of Alexander’s travels and
conquests. Thanks to papyrological discoveries, however, it has been clear for over 60 years
that these letters did not originate in the Romance, but were imported into it from one or more
originally independent collections of fictional letters. This talk will consider what we can say
about that letter collection, based both on the fragments themselves and on other ancient
pseudepistolary collections.
