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Abstract

The unprecedented measures undertaken to address the Cyprus banking crisis
generate substantial downside risks to the outlook of the economy. We quantify the
impact of the contraction of deposits, associated with the agreed banking crisis
management policies in Cyprus, on key macroeconomic variables using a FAVAR
model and find evidence of persistent adverse effects on output and unemployment,
as well as on economic confidence.
