Abstract

The present research indicates that the philosophical ideas of St. Augustine on the formation of the female
subjectivity within the institutional framework of marriage, resonate and are founded in the work of the
contemporary philosopher M. Foucault. The philosopher and Saint Augustine, as an early feminist, in the
second half of the 4th century AD. he placed the human being (woman and man) in front of his senses and
desires and upgrated the role of women in the roman christian community; M. Foucault, for his own part,
founded the philosophical ideas of St. Augustine by establishing sexuality as the main factor that defines
man and woman as “a subject of desire” in the framework of the “care of the self”. The necessity of marital
coexistence is presented as a prerequisite for the constitution of the woman's subjectivity both for M.
Foucault, who considers the marital bond part of the broader web of power, where the woman constructs
her subjectivity, and for St. Augustine, who presents the woman in “marital communion” dedicating her
carnal desire to procreation with the aim of uniting her soul with God through her husband. Subsequently,
the research indicates that the woman is constituted as a subject through the application of “self-discipline

practices” such as: a) the experience of shame as a voluntary internal persuasion that derives either from




respect for God (christian ethics) or as a moral exercise and self-imposition in the context of “the care of
the self”’(the ethics of aphrodisiacs) b) the experience of physical pain c) the continence, as an active form
of self-mastery that enables humans to struggle and to achieve the domination of their senses and desires,
d) the confession, that enables women with the power of speech to emerge and activate a system of
“control-self-control” that leads the woman of the christian era of St. Augustine to the suppression of her
sexuality and the self-denial of her sinful flesh, or helps the postmodern woman to free herself from the

guilt of her sexuality.
