The opening ceremony took place at the "Stelios loannou" Library, honored by the
presence of His Excellency Gabriel Ferran Carrion, Ambassador of Spain to Cyprus.

Concurrently, the Italian sessions explored neurodidactics, lexical-syntactic
relationships, game-based learning, and the educational value of graphic novels.

An official reception was held at the residence of the Ambassador of Spain on Friday
evening, May 30, providing an inviting atmosphere for participants to network and
exchange ideas.
