TTPOYPAMHATOG Rights’ aims to contribute to the study of one of the fastest-

while promoting and ensuring the protection of human rights. It aims
to tackle some challenging questions regarding the operation of legal
solutions to global and polycentric problems. How to ensure that the
transition to a green and climate-neutral world is also socially just,
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considering gender and other inequalities and free movement
restrictions? What is the intersection between environmental law and
human rights? How are gender and other inequalities addressed in
international and EU law? How does the EU regulate the migration
of third-country nationals? What are the obligations of transnational
corporations in respecting and protecting human rights in their global
value chain and in ensuring fair and green business practices? What
role does the European Union play in ensuring this transition both
within and outside European borders? The programme examines
different kinds of legal approaches/techniques for responding to
challenges related to the transition to sustainability in a globalized
context. It covers both international and European regulatory
approaches from different perspectives with the aim of providing a
well-rounded and nuanced understanding of the combination of
sustainability and human rights.

The Programme covers different aspects of sustainability, broadly
understood to cover issues of economic development, social justice
and human rights, and environmental protection. To this end, it
consists of courses on Environmental Law in Europe, mobility of
persons in the European Union, business and human rights, and
gender and human rights. The Programme concludes with a
dissertation, involving extensive research into the student’s chosen
topic, relating broadly to one of the modules of the programme.
Under the guidance of a supervisor, the dissertation module enables
independent research that relates directly to the student’s interests
and aspirations and provides the opportunity for honing research and
writing skills.

Admission criteria:

e Candidates for the LLM programme must hold either a Law
degree or other relevant degree (indicatively relating to
European Studies, Political Sciences, International
Relations, Business, MBA) from a recognized University.

e Graduates of the University of Cyprus must have a GPA of at
least 7.5/10; graduates of Greek Universities must have a
GPA of at least 7.0/10; graduates of UK Universities at least
second-class honours (at least 2.1 classification). Similar
GPA is required for graduates of other Cyprus Universities
(for example, at least 3.4 on a 4.0 scale) and other equivalent
foreign qualifications. Exceptionally, by decision of the
Departmental Board, graduates with a lower GPA and
remarkable professional performance may be admitted at a
percentage not exceeding 20 per cent of selected
candidates. Previous experience will be taken into account in
the application of these requirements.

o Certified very good knowledge of the English language is a
precondition of admittance (i.e, IELTS overall grade of 7.0 or
other recognized equivalent English Proficiency certificate).
Applicants who are considered native speakers or have
studied at university level for at least one year in a
predominantly English-speaking country are exempted from
English Language Proficiency certification.

The Department will offer up to three (3) scholarships, covering the
total amount of tuition fees, except the deposit payable upon offer of
place in the postgraduate programme.

Prospective candidates interested in receiving a scholarship should
indicate this in the online postgraduate programme application. All
documents submitted for admission to the LLM programme will be
considered as accompanying documents.

Requirements:

* Admission to the LLM programme.

* Registration and full attendance of the LLM programme.

* The Department shall take into account: (a) the applicant’s
undergraduate GPA; (b) other academic and/or professional
accomplishments, such as additional academic degrees, awards,
publications, conference presentations, participation in competitions,
dissertation grade, work experience etc.

The Council of the Law Department will make its decision based on
the recommendation of the Departments Committee of
Postgraduate Studies. The scholarship will be awarded in
instalments upon satisfactory fulfilment of the programme’s
requirements.

The LL.M in Criminal Justice and Human Rights offers postgraduate
studies specializing in the fields of Criminal Law and (International)
Human Rights Law, with emphasis on the interactions between the
two fields.

The goal is for the graduates of the Department’s LL.M in Criminal
Justice and Human Rights to possess the necessary knowledge and
methodological tools to meet the needs of modern legal practice in
the field of criminal justice and human rights, and to be able to
contribute to society in roles such as lawyers, judges, public officials,
or in the civil society.

The program addresses the need for the systematic study and
familiarization of Greek-speaking legal professionals with the fields
of criminal justice and human rights within the framework of
European integration, as well as the comparative and theoretical
perspectives necessary for both the academic and practicing legal
professionals. The teaching philosophy of the master's program
focuses on the study and understanding of the criminal process and
its interaction with human rights in Cyprus as well in a comparative,
historical-theoretical, international and European context. At the
same time, the program takes advantage of the research expertise
of the academic staff of the Department in the fields of criminal law
and (international) human rights law.
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The duration of studies is 3 academic semesters. The program is
completed in two stages. During the first two semesters students
attend four modules (15 ECTS each), while the third semester is
devoted to the writing of a Master thesis (30 ECTS).

The LL.M in European Business Law master's programme offers
postgraduate studies specialising in the field of European
commercial law.
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The goal is for the graduates of the programme to possess the
necessary knowledge and methodological tools to meet the needs
of modern legal practice, and to be able to contribute to society in
roles such as lawyers, judges, public officials, or in the business
sector.

The programme addresses the need for systematic study and
familiarisation of Greek-speaking legal professionals with the
aspects of commercial law related to European integration, as well
as the comparative and theoretical perspectives necessary for both
the academic and practicing legal professional. The teaching
philosophy of the master's programme focuses on the study and
understanding of specific aspects of EU business law, taking into
account parameters of transnational law and domestic Cypriot law.
Emphasis is placed on both the theoretical foundations of the
regulations and their practical application, especially in the
interactions between different sources of law. At the same time, the
programme utilises the research experience of the academic staff of
the Department in specific areas.

The duration of studies is 3 academic semesters. The programme is
completed in two stages. During the first two semesters, students
attend four modules (15 ECTS each), while the third semester is
devoted to the writing of a Master thesis (30 ECTS).

Admission criteria:
. Candidates for the LLM programme must hold a Law degree
from a recognised University.

. Graduates of the Law Faculty of the University of Cyprus
must have a GPA of at least 7.0/10;

graduates of Greek Universities must have a GPA of at least 6.5/10;
graduates of UK Universities at least second-class honors (at least
2.2 classification).

Similar GPA is required for graduates of other Universities (for
example, at least 3.3 on a 4.0 scale).

Exceptionally, by decision of the Departmental Board, graduates
with a lower GPA and remarkable professional performance may be
admitted at a percentage not exceeding 10 per cent of selected
candidates.

. Very good command of English is necessary for the
successful completion of the programme. Knowledge of a second or
third European language is taken into consideration.

Submission of applications:
Applications can be submitted electronically using the online
application system of the UCY.

The applications should include the following:
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1. A Curriculum Vitae.

2. Certified copies of University degrees or confirmation of
graduation (Admitted candidates will need to submit the certified
degrees along with the acceptance of the offer to the University of
Cyprus and before their registration).

3. Copy of English language certificate or evidence of linguistic
skill level. The same applies to proof of knowledge of other foreign
languages.

4. Copies of Transcripts (with a detailed record of grades) for all
programmes of study (undergraduate and postgraduate if
applicable).

5. A brief statement of personal goals and research interests (in
English or Greek and up to 2 pages).

6. The names and e-mails of at least two (2) academic referees
familiar with the candidate and his/her academic performance, who
will provide letters of recommendation. However, one letter of
recommendation could be provided by an employer or supervisor
who is familiar with the candidate’s work and personality. The
referees will receive a relevant e-mail requesting submission of the
reference letter through the UCY online application system. The
Department may request additional confidential information from
referees.

Scholarships:

The Faculty of Law offers a scholarship in memory of Alecos
Markides, which covers the tuition fees. More information will be
posted on the website of the Faculty of Law.

» Specializing in key disciplines and fields of legal science.

Admission Criteria and Procedure:

The first stage in the application process: Applicants are strongly
encouraged to check the research interests and expertise of the
academic staff of the Department of Law and must get in touch with
potential Research Supervisors before submitting their application.
Written endorsement by a supervisor at this preliminary stage is
required for the progression of the application to the next stage. It is
noted that endorsement does not equal success for the application
but is rather a precondition for its progression to the next stage of
assessment.

The second stage in the application process: The applicant complies
with all the requirements set in the online application system of the
University of Cyprus.

The following should be included in the online application:

1. Curriculum vitae.

2. Certified copies of University Degrees (undergraduate and
postgraduate levels) or a Certificate of Graduation. (In case of
admission to the programme, certified copies of diplomas must be
submitted at the latest when accepting the post).

3. Academic Transcript (with a detailed record of grades) of the
Undergraduate and Postgraduate Degrees.

4. Preliminary (non-binding) research proposal of up to 2000 words
in Greek or English, identifying the proposed supervisor and briefly
describing the proposed subject, the proposed research
methodology and the basic bibliography.

5. At least one and no more than three written samples of academic
writing.

6. Evidence of excellent knowledge of the English language and any
knowledge of other languages.

7. The names and email addresses of two (2) academic referees.
The academic referees will receive a relevant email requesting
submission of the reference letter through the online application
system. The Department may request additional confidential
information from the referees.

When submitting the application, the academic advisor that has
previously endorsed the specific application must be named in the
accompanying proposal. The final decision for the admission to the
PhD Programme in Law will be taken by the Department’s
Committee of Postgraduate Studies, upon a favourable
recommendation of the nominated Research Supervisor and subject
to: (a) restrictions in available positions per supervisor; (b) the fit of
the proposal with the research interests and current priorities of the
supervisor; (c) the assessment of the qualifications of applicants vis-
a-vis the admission criteria. The Department's Committee of
Postgraduate Studies reserves the right to invite applicants to an
interview or/and a written examination.

The candidates for the PhD Programme in Law must be holders of
an undergraduate and postgraduate degree in Law by a recognised
University. Exceptionally, candidates can also be holders of either
an undergraduate or a postgraduate degree in Law as long as the
non-legal degree is relevant to the topic of the PhD thesis.

It is noted that the excellent knowledge of the English language is an
additional mandatory admission requirement. Very good knowledge
of a second or third European language may be taken into account.

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Scholarships: After the decision on admission to the doctoral
programme, successful candidates may have the possibility to apply
for (full or partial) scholarships, which might be announced by the
Department of Law, depending on the availability of financial
resources.
